Civil War Definitions for Game

Note:  Military units such as corps and brigades never matched the actual number of soldiers 

that they were supposed to have in them.
1. bayonet – a knife like weapon put on the muzzle of a rifle/musket

2. corps – a group of military forces commanded by a lieutenant general (3 stars) 
[1 corps = 3 Divisions = 36,000-60,000 men]
3. rebel – a Southerner (resists authority)

4. musket – a weapon that shoots a bullet

5. brigade - a military unit led by a brigadier general (1 star) 
[1 brigade = 4-6 regiments = 4,000-6,000men]
6. Confederacy – the nation the South formed in the Civil War

7. cannon - a large weapon that fires over a long distance
8. regiment – a military unit led by a colonel (1 regiment =1,000 men)

9. Union – the North in the Civil War

10. canister – a charge filled with little pieces fired from a cannon

11. division – a military unit commanded by a major general (2 stars)
[1 division = 3-5 brigades =12,000-20,000 men]
12. federal – a type of government (national government)

13. general – a high ranking military officer (stars on the collar)

14. cavalry – soldiers on horseback 

15. Yankee – a Northerner in the Civil War
